 Jace Alderson has been involved with the Read 

“Write” Adult Literacy Program since 2001.  He has supported 

the program in the background until finally taking the leap and 

becoming an official Board Member in 2012. Jace was selected 

as Literacy  Advocate from the community for Read “Write” in 

June 2013 and in July 2013; he took on the position as Vice-

President of Operations, Planning, and Public Relations. He 

attends all our fundraising events, donates both via United Way 

and in person (money and in-kind items) and acts as a liaison 

for our program between other organizations and the local gov-

ernment. He participates in site visits and trainings and pro-

motes the program at every opportunity. The Edgewood Civi-

tans recently began holding a Gun Show in conjunction with 

the local Bean Fiesta here in Moriarty. Each year, the proceeds 

from this Gun Show  go to a different non-profit and/or school 

project. Jace approached the Edgewood Civitans and requested 

that Read “Write” be the recipient for September 2014.  This 

event brought in $4,000 for our program.

 This year the New Mexico Coalition for Literacy has been participating in a program evaluation de-
signed to improve its support of local literacy partners. Apex, with over 15 years’ experience as a New Mexi-
co evaluation organization, has carried out this work. Your local Moriarty Read Write Literacy program and 
Apex care about the privacy of your personal data.  Recently, Apex carried out a phone calling survey using 
national standards for maintaining privacy.  However, the Moriarty Read Write program had asked for a 
higher standard of privacy where they obtain consent from each individual before calling. Although this is 
not common practice, it is both reasonable and a higher standard. Apex staff inadvertently reverted to na-
tional standards, rather than use the higher standard.  We regret this oversight, and would like to assure you 
that as of this writing, all of your personal information has been deleted from Apex files. No negative conse-
quences resulted from this oversight.

Sin embargo, el programa de Moriarty Read “Write” pidió un mayor nivel de privacidad donde ellos ob-

tienen el consentimiento de cada in- dividuo antes de llamar. Aunque esta no es una práctica común, es ra-

zonable y es a un nivel más alto. El personal de Apex volvió inadvertidamente a las normas nacionales, en lu-

gar de utilizar el estándar más alto. Lamentamos este descuido, y me gustaría asegurarles que a partir de este 

escrito, toda su información personal ha sido  borrada de los archivos de Apex. No hay consecuencias negati-

vas como resultado de esta equivocación.

Pineapple Chicken  

Kabobs 

Prep Time: 15 minutes         Yield: 4 kabobs 

Cook Time: 15 minutes        Serving Size: 1 Kabob 

 

 

 

Ingredients 
·    1 lb boneless, skinless chicken breasts 

·    1 pineapple 

·    1 red onion 

·    1 tsp garlic powder 

·    1 Tbsp brown sugar 

·    1/2 tsp ground ginger 

·    1/2 tsp black pepper 

·    1 Tbsp canola oil 

·    2 Tbsp water 

·    1/4 c. low sodium soy sauce 

·    Pam Grilling Spray 

 

Instructions 
1.   Cut chicken breasts into 2 inch pieces. 

2.   Combine the garlic powder, brown sugar, ground ginger, black pepper, oil, water 

 and soy sauce in a medium size bowl. Whisk until combined. Toss chicken in 

 mixture until coated. Place in the refrigerator for 3 to 4 hours to marinate. 

3.   Cut the pineapple into 2 inch pieces. Slice red onion so you have slices about 1 

 inch long and wide. 

4.   Place chicken, pineapple and onions on metal skewer or wood skewer, that has 

 been soaked in water, alternating pieces. 
 Spray Pam Grilling Spray on grill according to directions. Place skewers on grill. 
 Turn grill on to medium high heat and 
 cook 10-15 minutes or until chicken is done, rotating several times.
